Each module consists of video pre - recorded classes and synchronous (live) classes. The
synchronous classes are led by the teacher responsible for the corresponding module and are aimed
to solve doubts and review practical aspects that were previously studied in the pre-recorded
session.

That is, to ensure academic leaming, each student must attend the synchronous class with the pre -
recorded video lecture already studied.

At the end of all modules, students must submit the Course evaluation.
VIIl. EVALUATION

- Elaboration of an individual essay on any of the topics addressed in the classes, which must
be approved with a grade equal to or higher than 5,0. The grade scale applied for this
Course will be from 1.0-7.0.

Within this
framework, Singapore, Thailand, and the ASEAN Secretariat have been
identified as Chile’s main cooperation partners, considering the activities
already carried out as well as the possibility of developing new innovative
triangular activities that benefit all ASEAN countries.

Since 2013, AGCID has implemented several International Courses with
ASEAN partners (Singapore and Thailand) on a wide range of relevant topics
such as transparency and good governance, financial intelligence and the
negotiation of trade agreements. As an ASEAN Development Partner, Chile will
offer this International Course, in partnership with the prestigious Universidad
Catdlica de Chile, in the area of Transparency and Good Governance.

M. PROGRAM OBJECTIVES

This Course is aimed at public officials and professionals from the countries of the
Association of Southeast Asian Nations (ASEAN) and enables them to acquire tools
related to good governance in order to achieve transparent and efficient management of
the State based on the Chilean experience. This is offered through a virtual platform that

allows the delivery of distance learning with the support of an academic team specialized
in the subject area.

Iv. EXPECTED RESULTS

This Course allows the development of technical and theoretical competencies in the
areas of transparency, integrity and accountability, which are relevant to the new demands
derived from an agenda of probity. In addition, the evaluation of mechanisms and
institutional designs as tools to prevent and punish cases of corruption and official crimes.



In this sense, the Course seeks to share Chile's experience in transparency and good
governance, generating a learning community with ASEAN.

V. PROGRAM DESCRIPTION

The Course is divided into 6 modules, students must complete two modules per week.

Each module consists of video recorded classes and synchronous (live) classes. The
synchronous classes are led by the teacher in charge of the corresponding module and
are aimed to solve doubts and reviewing practical aspects that were previously studied in
the videotaped session.

At the end of all modules, students must submit a Course evaluation.

Modules:
1. Transparency and access to public information.
2. Corruption. Theory, international and local regulatory framework, and case studies.
3. Probity and Public Integrity.
4. Public Procurement and Financial Administration of the State.

5. Company and Government.

6. Open Government, Public innovation and Digital Transformation of the State.

VL DURATION

The International Course will be implemented in the year 2021 and will be offered100%
online, with a total duration of 24 hours.

The academic program requires a dedication of 15 hours of theory plus 9 hours of practical
work, this edition of the International Course will be held from October 18 to November 5,
2021.

Students who fulfill this academic requirement will receive a Certificate of Approval issued
by the Department of Educacién Continua from the Pontificia Universidad Catélica de
Chile (digital document in PDF format).

Note 1: Students who do not pass this academic requirement, will not receive any type of
certification.

Note 2: The Department of Educacién Continua from the Pontificia Universidad Catélica
de Chile does not require an attendance percentage for its distance education programs.
However, students are expected to attend all instances where they will meet with
professors in synchronous sessions.
