CONSIDERANDO:

a) Que, la Agencia de Cooperacién Internacional
de Chile (AGCI) y el Banco Internacional para la
Reconstruccion y el Desarrollo (Banco Mundial)
suscribieron con fecha 28 de agosto de 2014, un
convenio de Donacion, aprobado Mediante Resolucion
Afecta N°30, de 3 de Septiembre de 2014 de la AGCl, y
que tiene por objeto que AGCI, en calidad de receptor y
beneficiario de la donacion realizada por el Banco
Mundial, a través del Fondo Mundial Para el Medio
Ambiente ("GEF"), oficie de contraparte financiera para
la implementacion del proyecto “Informe Bienal de
Actualizacion®, en adelante “el Proyecto”, que busca el
desarrollo del primer informe bienal de Chile en la
tematica del Cambio Climatico, a ser reportado a la
Convencion Marco de las Naciones Unidas sobre
Cambio Climatico, y en el que el Ministerio del Medio
Ambiente (MMA) sera el responsable de la ejecucion del
proyecto.
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b) Que, de acuerdo a la seccion 3.03 del Anexo al Acuerdo singularizado en el
considerando anterior, se establecio que este tendria una vigencia de 24 meses, a contar de |a
firma de refrendacion del Convenio por parte del Beneficiario (AGCI), hecho que se materializo
mediante la firma del Acuerdo el 28 de agosto de 2014, por parte del Director Ejecutivo de AGCI,
por lo que el plazo de vigencia de 24 meses antes citado se extiende hasta el 28 de agosto de
2016.

¢) Que mediante Resolucion N°12, de la AGCI, de 1 de julio de 2016, tomada razén por la
Contraloria General de la Republica, el 28 de julio del presente afio, se autorizd un primer
intercambio de cartas y modificacion al Grant Agreement Between Chilean International Cooperation
Agency And World Bank On Report To Convention Grant N° Tf015967, Chile-First Biennial Update
Report To The Unfcce, prorrogando el plazo de vigencia del Acuerdo, hasta el 31 de Diciembre de
2016.

d) Que a través Carta N°10/2092 de 16 de Noviembre de 2016 del Director Ejecutivo de AGCI (S),
don Luis Eugenio Pérez Monje, dirigida a la Sra. Naoko Ishii, Directcra Ejecutiva y Presidenta del
Fondo Mundial Para el Medio Ambiente, se solicito nuevamente considerar la prorroga del plazo de
vigencia del Acuerdc, ahora, hasta el 30 de Junio de 2017, en atencion a que el Informe Bienal de
Actualizacion de Chile a United Nations Framework Convention on Climate Change (UNFCC), ser
lanzada oficialmente en Chile el dia 14 de diciembre del presente, debiendo luego realizarse una
difusion a nivel nacional.

International Cooperation Agency (AGCI) and the International Bank for Reconstruction
and Development (World Bank), through the Global Environment Facility (GEF), dated
August 28, 2014,

The scheduled closing date for the project in question is Decamber 31 ;
2016. However, | would hereby like to request the extension of this date by six months
on the following grounds;

The Biennal Update Report of Chile to the UNFCC has been presented at
the UN Climate Change Conference (COP 22) in Marrakech this week, and will be
launched officlally in Chile on December 14th, giving way to its dissemination on
nationat level,

However, considering the closing date for the BUR project is screduled for
December 31st, this would leave us with only two weeks to prepare and carry out said
dissemination, which is not enough to achieve a meaningful and comprehensive
campaign.

Instead, | would like to propose a more extensive diffusion sampaign,
which, in order to lower the related costs, could conveniently be combined with the one
of the Third National Communication in Chile, as the document is subject to the same
presentation deadlines as the Biennal Update Report,

Additionally, it should also be considered that during 2017 the second BUR
will be subject to a process of analysis and international consultation, which involves the
revision of the contents of the before mentioned document and for which the persons
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working on the current project would be an important support, Provided the Bank grants
its No-Objection to the extension of the BUR project, | would therefore suggest
extending the contracts of the four professionals currently working on the initiative.

As to the funds required for this extension, it is important to point out that
upon the original completion date of the project, scheduled for December 31 of this year,
we would be left with a balance of around US$110.000, which could be used to cover
both of the outlined items, that is all activities related to the diffusion campaign as well
as the professionals’ fees.

For the above mentioned reasons, | would very much appreciate if you
would agree to the extension of the project by six months, fixing the new closing date for
June 30, 2017,

reporting and verification; (vii) collecling any other information that the non-Annex I Party considers
relevant to the achievement of the objective of the Convention and suitable for inclusion in its
